PROFILE OF BISHOP P. F MOLEFE

Bishop Molefe was born on the 30th March 1928, Marabastad, Pretoria.  He was then converted to the Faith of Jesus Christ in 1949.  He was called to study the Word at Theological College of Assemblies of God in 1950.  He was then called to serve in the Ministry in 1951 at Vereeniging, Top Location, later to Sharpeville.

He started and led a Revival Crusade in 1952 till 1954 in Vereeniging, and turned the Townships upside down with many criminals surrendering their lives to Jesus Christ and laying aside their arms.  This led to the first Baptism of 350 souls in one service only.  He then was appointed to the Executive Committee of Assembly of God.  He served as the Chairperson of Vaal Council of Churches for 10 years under the SACC.

In 1958, he was one of the 1st Ministers of the School Board for all the schools in the Vaal.

1977, he was the first Moderator appointed at Christian Centres Churches International (CCCI).  The high office of Bishop was then conferred upon him.

He was then appointed President of Faith School of Theology in 1986, based in Main, USA, with centres in Canada, Africa and other countries.

His eminence and commitment in the Ministry earned him an Honorary Doctorate degree from USA.

In 1999 Bishop Molefe enrolled and qualified for Bachelor of Theological (Hons) at Potchefstroom University.

In 2003, he was awarded Leadership Award at Vaal University of Technology in recognition for his contribution in the community and service to humanity.

2004, he was appointed Chaplain of Chapel of Light at Vaal University of Technology, current.
