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POINT 1:  Payment for your deeds

The Hebrew word for “reward” has 13 shades of meaning. Let us look at only two. It refers to “payment” or “consequence”.

God repays you for everything, whether thoughts, deeds or words. Whatever you do, you will receive the reward for that thing, whether good or bad.

We read in Rom 6:23, “the wages of sin is death”; and in Gal 6:7, “Be not deceived; God is not mocked – for whatsoever a man sows, that shall he also reap.”

There must be payment for work done. If what you do is honest, upright and faithful you will receive a good reward. But if your deeds are dishonest, deceptive and unfaithful you will likewise receive an evil reward.

POINT 2:  Reaping what you have sown

Young person, that which you sow today, you will reap tomorrow.

Some go to fortune-tellers and palm-readers to know what their future holds, with whom they will get married and whether they will be rich or poor.

But you only have to look at your thoughts, deeds and intentions now and you will know what your future will hold.

Some things we reap immediately and other things only in the next week, month, year or even longer into the future. But you will reap it as long as there is a God.

POINT 3:  God visits our sins to the 3rd and 4th generation

God reveals His inner being when He says, "You shall have no other gods before Me. I the Lord your God am a jealous God."  Yes, we speak about the love of God and we thank Him for that, but remember that He is also a jealous God.

He says that He will visit the iniquities of the fathers to the children to the 3rd and 4th generations.  Jesus said to Peter:  "Put away your sword for he who lives by the sword will die by the sword".  Be cheeky, despise others, and that is what you will meet up with before you die, and your children and their children and future generations will be like that.  He visits the sins of the fathers to the children to the 3rd and 4th generations.

You might wonder why someone who is evil is prosperous and successful. But wait, the time of reaping hasn't come yet. The time will come when God says, "Now is the team to reap" and you might even see a photo of that person and you will feel sorry for him.

The play by the “Young Preachers” illustrated this point vividly. 

God visits the sins of the fathers upon their offspring to the 3rd  and 4th  generation of those who hate Him.

The one family worshipped the ancestors – and they lost all their cattle without good luck coming to them. They will also die poor as long as they stick to their spiritism. The family of those who feared God became prosperous and were blessed.

POINT 4:  Be discerning about advice given

Example:

There was a man who got married and had children when he was old already.  One day he went with the child and his donkey to town.  He led the donkey and the child walked next to the donkey.  In the village the people said:  "You are really stupid not to use your donkey for a proper purpose like riding on it!"  And so he got onto the donkey.

At the next village they said:  "How can you be so cruel to let your poor child walk all the way?"  And so he got down and put the child on the donkey.

At the next village:  "Child, how can you be so disrespectful to let your father walk while you sit so comfortable?"  So the man and child rode on the donkey.

At the next village they were criticized for overtaxing the donkey:  "Can't you see how it is suffering and sweating while you sit relaxed on top of it?"  And so they got down and eventually the man was carrying the donkey!

You who listen to the advice of your friends, you will end up carrying your donkey.  You will become the donkey!

You are the one who will pay the price if you don't treat your body well. It is because of your own deeds that you are where you are. Don't say that God and people have rejected you.

Reward, blessing or curses. It is up to you. There is Someone in heaven watching you, seeing everything you do. You will be rewarded accordingly. God takes your future and puts it into your hands.
