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Matt 1:18-23

Christmas is a great celebration because God Himself came down and dwelt among men.

It's a great mystery that God Who is so immensely great should come down and dwell among us and took our frame upon Him.

The children of Israel in the wilderness urged Moses to draw near to God, for they did not want to draw near lest they die. They felt His holiness.

A certain man wanted to catch beautiful birds, but they were afraid and flew away each time he approached. He realized that they feared him because of his size and difference to them. If only he could become a bird like them then they would not fear him.
